・Lubricate the chuck and the handpiece with Multi Spray for 3 seconds each.

・Remove bur from handpiece.
・Remove cutting debris, blood, and other contaminants with a soft brush and running water.

- Do not fail to wash off all chemical, electrolytic, and other active liquids.

・Operate the handpiece for a minimum of 15 seconds to remove excess lubricant.

- Wipe excess lubricant off the surface of the handpiece.
- Select Station 1-4.

・Place the handpiece in a sterilization pouch and autoclave at 135° C  (275° F) for a minimum 
    of 5 minutes of sterilization time. 

- Autoclave and drying temperatures must not exceed 135° C (275° F).
